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25 
Jesus said to her, òI am the resurrection and the life. The one who 

believes in me will live, even though they die;
26 
and whoever lives by 

believing in me will never die. Do you believe this?ó (John 11:25-26) 

He is Risen indeed.  Alleluia !  

This is the greeting that will ring out on Easter Sunday, when we 

celebrate Christs resurrection. The cross and tomb are now empty. Our 

Saviour conquered death, a death that he endured to save each one of 

us! 

 

In the four Gospel, accounts of the life of Jesus, we read that it was a 

woman who went to the tomb early on that Sunday morning. This was 

in all probability to anoint the body of Jesus. Three out of the four 

Gospels name this woman as Mary Magdalene. 

 

The account in Johnõs Gospel, for me, is most striking. Mary stood at 

Jesusõ tomb weeping at her loss. She sees a man, who she believes is a 

gardener. Unknown to her at this moment it was in fact Jesus. Jesus 

called to her, Mary! and suddenly she recognises Him. 

 

One single word, a name, MARY! I canõt even begin to imagine how 

Mary felt. There is a well known quote from Shakespeareõs Romeo and 

Juliet ôWhatõs in a name?õ In this instance it would mean everything to 

Mary. It would mean that the promise Jesus had made was true, that he 

would return. 

 

As a resurrection people we wait for his second return, each one of us 

known and named on the scars of his crucifixion. So rejoice and be glad 

that on Easter Sunday the promise of eternal life is ours. 

 

May I wish you and your family a very blessed Easter as we look forward 

to a life that may be a little more normal than the last twelve months.

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CHURCH MISSION SOCIETY ̙ CMS UPDATE  

You may remember our CMS partners since autumn 2019, Audrey and Colin 

Gibson, joined us on Zoom from Beirut last summer.  They told us they would 

shortly be returning to the UK.  However, they have stayed in Lebanon, but 

are now working, through CMS, with A Rocha.  This is a Christian organisa-

tion that seeks to engage with communities through nature conservation and 

care for creation. 

The PCC had committed to support Audrey and Colin in their previous role 

with £750 per annum.  However, as we thought they were leaving Lebanon 

this sum had not been factored into our Gift Day Appeal. The Worldwide 

Church Committee and PCC have given considerable thought, and prayer, as 

to whether we should continue to support them, and have concluded that in 

the current world situation we would prefer to raise funds for humanitarian 

frontline aid. PCC have, therefore, sent Colin and Audrey £548 held in a re-

serve account for CMS, by way of thanks for their work in Beirut, but have 

explained that we will not be supporting them in their new role.  

It was to other CMS partners working in Beirut in the aftermath of the explo-

sion that our Beirut Appeal money (£366) was sent last autumn.  

At this time, we remain committed to supporting the church worldwide, and 

maintaining our link of many years with the CMS.  We are not immediately 

seeking a new partner, but the PCC is committed to reviewing this situation 

later in the year. Meanwhile please keep the work of CMS in your prayers 

using information on the CMS website or by requesting it from our CMS Link, 

Jo Hatcliffe.
